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the dredged material.  The inception is a collaborative effort between the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency, the California 
Department of Water Resources, the Central Valley Regional Water Quality Control Board, and the California Bay-Delta Authority.   Other resource and regulatory 
agencies will be critical for further actions including technical projects and implementation of the Delta LTMS.   

The goals of the Delta LTMS are to manage dredging activities and dredged material: 

• to maintain and stabilize Delta levees that protect land-based activities and water conveyance. 

• to protect and enhance water quality for Delta water supply and ecosystem function.   

• to support and maintain Delta channel functions for navigation, flood control, water conveyance and recreation. 

• to protect and enhance  aquatic, wetland, and terrestrial habitats.
