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DMMO was established in July 1996 through the LTM S process to foster a comprehensive and consolidated
gpproach to handling dredged materid management issues for the San Francisco Bay area. The DMMO is
comprised of personnd from the federd and state agencies responsible for management of dredged materid in the
Bay: U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, San Francisco Didtrict; U.S. Environmental Protection Agency, Region 1X;
the San Francisco Bay Regiond Water Qudity Control Board; State Lands Commission and the San Francisco
Bay Conservation and Development Commission. Resource agencies that provide DMMO with input include the
Cdifornia Department of Fish and Game, the State Water Resources Control Board, the U.S. Fish and Wildlife
Service and Nationa Marine Fisheries Service.

The DMMO providesaforumwherein the agenciesjointly review and discuss permit documents and make consensus
recommendations regarding them. Coordinationwithin DMMO resultsin consstent reviews, reductionsin redundancy
and unnecessary delays, and provides gpplicantswith asingle point of entry into the permitting process. It should be
noted however, that DMMO's facilitation of the dredging permitting process occurs within existing laws,

regulationsand policies. No new regulatory statutes have beeninitiated asaresult of the creation or operation of the
DMMO. Paticipationinthe DMMO does not dter thelegd statutory or regulatory authority of themember agendes

The DMMO makes joint staff recommendations on the approval, denid, or modification of:
: Sediment Sampling and Andysis Plans (SAP)

Results of testing pursuant to approved SAPs

Consolidated permit applications (for completeness)

Suitability of dredged materid proposed for in-Bay, ocean, or upland disposal or reuse

DMMO saff may aso recommend that certain conditions be included in permits or approvals.

Decisonsare made based on consensus. I consensus cannot be reached at the saff level, the DMMO Memorandum
of Undergtanding providesfor aprocess of €evating the issue to the Dredging Management Committee (DMC) for
resolution. The DM C, made up of management executives from each of the DMM O member agencies, overseesthe
DMMO and is responsible for policy-level decisons.

The DMM O dso has an ongoing responsbility for providing the regulated public with up-to-date guidance on topics
asociated with dredged material management. For example, DMMO issued guidance on Tier | Requests and
Decisonsin November 2000 and on the Inland Testing Manua protocolsin October 2001. These documents and
other peertinent locd, regiona and national guidance, policiesand other information related to dredging and dredged
materid disposa can befound onthe DMMO web site (vist: www.spn.usace.army.mil/conops/dmmo.htm). DMMO
aso works with permit applicants and others on an informa basis to improve public understanding of the dredged
materia management process.

DMMO mestings are generdly held twice each month. All meeting agendas, times and locations are posted on the
DMMO web ste.
