Status of the FY07/08 Contracts
The comment period for the draft reviews on Water Quality, Suspended Sediments, Tools for Monitoring Fish Behavior, and the Green Sturgeon Study Plan has closed; the authors have been provided review comments.  The review of Fish Behavior was delayed to illness of the contractor and should be received soon.  
The contracts for the Salmonid Tracking Study Manager, Logistic Support, and the Study Plan will be in place in the next few days.  
LTMS Science Symposium 
Co-leads for the Science Symposium Bill Brostoff from USACE and Jessica Hamburger from BCDC indicated that there were many proposed talks submitted and that only those on pertinent topics would be considered for oral presentation.  Other appropriate topics would be considered for invitation as “white papers” which could be made available at the Symposium. 
Salmonid Tracking Study Update/Study Manager

The monitors are still deployed and the data are being collected by the Corps.  Tom Keegan has been collecting data from the monitors which he deployed in the Port of San Francisco, the Port of Oakland, and at the Bay Bridge. The possibility of using FY08 funds to buy the FY09 equipment and initiate contracts was discussed to as a possible means to avoid delays in the FY09 season. 
Status of Herring Work

Comments were received from Drs. Bill Brostoff and Andy Jahn on the draft manuscript prepared for the LTMS and will be provided to the authors.  Pete LaCivita will assure that all comments are properly addressed in the next draft.  The separate draft manuscript being prepared for publication will suffice for possible LTMS peer review and satisfy CADFG peer review concerns.
Implementing Science Studies

Brenda Goeden led a discussion on how best to incorporate the results of LTMS studies in the resource and regulatory agencies decision making process.  It was agreed that Bill Brostoff will briefly introduce and discuss this at the Science Symposium and Brenda Goeden will incorporate comments from the Science Symposium into the ongoing consideration of the subject.
