Status of the FY07/08 Contracts
The comment period for the draft reviews on Water Quality, Suspended Sediments, Tools for Monitoring Fish Behavior, and the Green Sturgeon Study Plan has closed; the authors have been provided review comments.  The review of Fish Behavior was delayed to illness of the contractor and should be received soon.  The contract for the Salmonid Tracking Study Manager is in place; the contracts, Logistic Support, and the Study Plan should be in place in the next few days.

Salmonid Tracking Study Update

The monitors are still deployed and the data are being collected by the Corps.  The possibility of using FY08 funds to buy the FY09 equipment and initiate contracts was discussed to as a possible means to avoid delays in the FY09 season.  The study manager will convene a meeting of the Salmonid Tracking subcommittee in the near future. 
Solicitation of interest for performing contract work for LTMS
The Corps contracting office announced possible work in Federal Business Opportunities (FedBizOpps.gov) requesting statements of interest and qualification.  Bill will try to pursue further solicitation. 
Green Sturgeon Study Plan Presentation

Dr. Pete Klimley presented suggestions for possible LTMS-funded study on green sturgeon.  Comments were solicited from meeting participants to be used in a final written product.  

Prioritization for FY08 Funding
While this item was discussed, it was concluded that a sufficient level of details was not presented a formal decision.  It is anticipated that this will be concluded at the June meeting such that recommendations can be made to the Long Term group and Management Committee meetings on July 11.
